Dominic Leyshon Resources is one of the pioneering foreign gold mining companies in China.  

It has a proud history as ƻƴŜ ƻŦ !ǳǎǘǊŀƭƛŀΩǎ ŦƛƴŀƴŎƛŀƭƭȅ ǎǳŎŎŜǎǎŦǳƭ ƎƻƭŘ ƳƛƴƛƴƎ 
companies, having produced over 2.7 million ounces from its Mount Leyshon gold 
mine in Queensland, and distributed over 300 million Aussie dollars to its 
shareholders over its 15-year life.  But, today Leyshon has divested its Australian 
mining and exploration interests and is focussed on the emerging Chinese resources

Dominic ²Ƙȅ ŘƻƴΩǘ ȅƻǳ ǎǘŀǊǘ ōȅ ǘŜlling us a bit more about Leyshon? 
 
Paul Three years ago Leyshon had the opportunity to look at some assets in China and we 

did a countrywide review.  That is, we looked at 10 provinces; and we were looking 
for that right mix of geology and infrastructure, that is if we could get on to the right 
kind of project which had the right kind of infrastructure, then that would attract us

most northern province, on the border with Russia, and we discovered, was a 
province that had produced over 20 million ounces of gold, virtually unexplored.  
They were still picking gold off the surface in the form of alluvial surface workings, 
very little drilling; and it has amazing infrastructure.  And so that was the province 
we chose and we did a province wide agreement with the head of Heilongjiang 
government and looked at over a 100 projects, of which 20-something, we went and 
did detailed analysis and finally settling on a particular gold project in far north west

Dominic I notice you mentioned the infrastructure there.  We had Jim Rogers on the show a 

couple of weeks ago, and one of the things he likes about China is the fantastic 
infrastructure; but what about the bureaucratic, the political problems, are there 
any of those?

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Dominic You found this property, you spent a lot of time and presumably with a lot of 
experts, choosing this property ahead of all the others.  What stage are you at with it 
now? 

Paul It was an exploration project when we saw it.  It had some drill holes in it and it had 
some gold discovered what we did, we picked the project because as I mentioned 
before, we liked the infrastructure but we got the geology right.  We picked this as a 
potential mesothermal/epithermal system, and we were right.  We backed ourselves 
into the geology.  WhaǘΩǎ ŀōǎƻƭǳǘŜƭȅ ŦŀǎŎƛƴŀǘƛƴƎ ƛǎ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƘŜ ƎŜƻƭƻƎȅ ŀǘ ½ƘŜƴƎ DǳŀƴƎ 
happens to be very similar to the geology at the Mount Leyshon mine in Queensland 
where the company has its history.  So by coincidence it was a similar kind of 
geology, so most Australian geologists are familiar with this style of mineralisation 
and we got onto it.  It would be truth to say that the Chinese geologists were less

I spent much of my operating career in mines in Australia; I worked for Mount Isa 
Mines and a few other companies; I spent some time in investment banking with 
HSBC and have since then been in the public company arena raising capital for 
mining projects around the world.  Key guys from management team ς the Chief 
Operating Officer is Vic McLaglen; Vic is ex Newmont.  Funnily enough Vic was the, 
one of the chief metallurgic operators at the now Leyshon mine in Queensland 
working for Newmont.  Vic heads up the team here in China; Vic speaks good 
Mandarin and we decided as a company to base our management in country.  So the 
chairman of the company, managing  director, chief operating officer are all based in 
China and something like over 75% of the company are the native Chinese or 
Mandarin speaking.

Dominic What was your year high and your year low stock price? 
 
Paul The last 52 weeks we traded low around 22pence a share and we traded as high as 

36.5pence per share.  We are currently trading something around 27pence, but we I 
think the most important thing about Leyshon is that we are quite strongly 
institutionally held, around 70% of the company is held by UK and US institutions, 
and we have some of the largest gold institutions in the world in the register; and

Bank of China, China liberated its gold market such that people for the first time in 
50/60 years could actually buy gold, and we, China is country where only 
approximately only 1% of transactions are done by way of credit card or cheque.  So 
a lot of people like to store wealth and it makes enormous sense to Chinese people 
to buy small gold bars.  So Lynda, along with a lot of other people, actually go into 
the bank at lunchtime and they buy small gold bars which they take home and 
presumably put under the bed!
